STEP 1
If battery pack charging port  is 
accessible simply plug charger 
into battery pack charging port 
(see fig.1) and skip to STEP 4.
If battery charging  port is not 
accessible, follow STEP 2. 

STEP 2
Disconnect battery pack 
cable connector from motor 
cable connector, then simply 
remove battery pack from 
brackets to charge.
